Seasonal workers in Italy in June this year, most of them from Morocco, allege they are being exploited by their employers and forced to live in unsafe conditions, the International Organization for Migration (IOM) reported recently.
Jean-Philippe Chauzy, a spokesman for the IOM in Geneva, said the workers alleged they were labouring for 12 hours a day and receiving between 15 and 25 euros (21 and 35 dollars) a day for their work, generally in the agricultural sector.
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A gang of illegal Bangladeshi Muslim settlers rob, rape and murder a Arakanese Buddhist girl in Myanmar, and when police arrest the Muslim culprits, they launch “Jihad riots” after Friday prayer, attacking, killing, burning in August this year.
